Thanks to all who donated supplies and attended the July 14th Wesley Meal 
where cleaning buckets for UMCOR were assembled .  Church members of all 
ages helped to donate and put together the following: 
 
21 Empty Buckets of the correct size and with lids 
 3 Complete Buckets with all items of the exact size 
and specs 
 8 Almost Complete Buckets - just missing a few 
items (see below) 
 6 Partial Buckets - missing several different items 
 4 Spare Buckets with extra, non-standard supplies 
for UMCOR 
  
During the next couple of weeks we will be attempting to complete a total of 17 
buckets.  We still need a few critical items: 
 
- Scouring Pads - the very thin ones (5 per bucket) 
 - Cleaning Sponges - the small ones - about 3" by 4" and only an inch or so 
thick.  (7 per bucket) 
 - Scrub brush - small - maybe 6 or 7 inches long (1 per bucket) 
 - 2 Pair Packages of Latex Gloves - Home Depot, Lowes, etc. have these  
pre-packaged in pairs for a couple of bucks or less. (2 two pair or one 
packet per bucket) The multi-pack thin latex gloves don't hold up as well. 
 - A pair of work gloves - these are usually about $2.00 and do not need to 
be the leather-palmed ones. (These are more for indoor working.) 
  
These completed buckets are stored by UMCOR at the Sager Brown ware-
house in Louisiana and are delivered to disaster areas to help the local  
0survivors clean up after flooding. The buckets from FUMC Colleyville will 
help restore the inventory at Sager Brown.
